     RANCH RULES

1. An approved guide is required.

2. Your guide is in charge and authorized to answer all questions.  He or she is the final authority on what is and isn’t permitted.  Consult him or her for all items below which require permission or guide approval.
3. No entrance without a signed release form.
4. Critters have the right of way.  

5. Don’t kill anything.

6. No tobacco use in the camp, blinds or ranch vehicles.

7. No littering (cigarette butts are litter).

8. Leave things the way you found them.
9. Speed limit on ranch is 20 mph.  Animals frequently step out without warning
10. If you find it here, it stays here.  Artifacts, arrowheads, deer horns, etc. are the property of the ranch.
11. Bringing firearms onto the property requires special permission.

12. No shooting away from rifle range.

13. All firearms must be unloaded when away from the rifle range.

14. Be sure the gate is securely locked.  Double check the lock.  If the gate is chained and locked, replace both.
15. Get approval from your guide for planned rearrangement of props and settings.
16. Do not wander around in the brush away from designated trails without your guide’s permission. If your guide puts you in a blind, do not leave it and wander around without consulting your guide first.
17. Minor gathering of photo props is permitted so long as the props are returned to the habitat when finished.  This does not include knocking down dead trees or breaking limbs from dead trees.  Do not cut brush, gather firewood or props without permission of your guide.  

18. No driving off the roads.

19. Park in designated areas only.
20. Do not bait or call wildlife without permission.

21. Do not capture or handle wildlife without permission.  Handling threatened or endangered species is against the law.

22. Wildlife handled or restrained for photo purposes must be released unharmed where it was found.  Holding anything overnight requires permission from your guide.
23. Do not attempt to handle dangerous subjects, such as rattlesnakes.

24. Do not climb on fences.

25. No photography of nests is permitted until the eggs hatch.

26. Do not harm any subjects just to get pictures.  This includes cutting branches that support or shade nests.  Some shots just can’t be taken ethically.

27. Erecting blinds on nests or dens requires special permission.

28. Alcoholic beverages may be brought onto the ranch and consumed here.  However, such use must be reasonable, controlled and not create a hazard. 
29. All illegal activities are banned.  

30. Check blinds for wasps, snakes and critters before entering.

31. Do not confront any illegal aliens you may see.  Report them to your guide.
32. Report any needed repairs.

33. Do not throw food particles, bones, etc. in brush around camp area.  Use designated trash containers.
